Interested students 
should contact the Asian American 
Studies Program (303 Ingraham Hall) 
and meet with the Director to discuss 
their study plans and understand the 
administrative process for obtaining the 
certificate. 

 
To enroll in the program, students must 
complete this form and return it to the 
Program office. Certificates will be 
awarded in the semester of graduation. 
To ensure that completion of certificate 
requirements are officially recognized by 
the university, students are encouraged 
to notify the program early in the 
semester they plan to graduate.
